Her works are
characterized by magical realism, where the portrayal of simple everyday situations is
imbued with deeper symbolism. With a poetic and deeply associative visual language,
she explores society, life, and themes of an existential nature. The contemporary is
always present, as is the political, even when she references the past. Her works also
often contain allusions to art and film history. Everything comes together into a cohesive
whole. The magic one experiences in her works lies largely in her ability to fuse these
different dimensions, creating a sense of transparency, simplicity, and immediacy.

Lena Mattsson’s artistry is also highly recognized internationally; her films are shown
worldwide and have won numerous awards. Two of her films were presented through
Wild Filmmaker in Cannes this year.
